I would like to invite everyone to the next 
Chief’s Advisory Board / Neighborhood 
Watch Meeting that is scheduled for 
Wednesday, January 18, 2006, at 7:00 

PM. This is a critical meeting in that we are develop-
ing specific committees to address community prob-
lems and issues and to develop a permanent name for 
this Board / Watch. We will also display some of the 
new equipment that we have purchased over the last 
months. Everyone is encouraged to bring a friend to 
this meeting. Refreshments will be served. 
      If you have had difficulty reaching me by Email 
and been unsuccessful, the correct address is po-
licechief@cheverly-md.gov. The previous Newslet-
ter posted an incorrect address. I encourage anyone to 
contact me in this manner or come up to the police 
station at any time. My open door policy applies to 
in-person or electronic visits.  
      Starting probably in February, the police depart-
ment will post on our web site the monthly crime re-
port. This report will indicates the number and type 
of crimes collected, the number of arrests, citations, 
and other traffic related data, the amounts of drugs, 
guns, and currency seized, and other information that 
should be of interest to all Town residents. In addi-
tion, we will begin posting look-out information, 
home safety and crime prevention tips, and we will 
begin to enhance the web site with pictures and pho-
tographs. 
      The police department recently received $6,000 
in grant monies from the Maryland State Highway 
Administration for traffic and pedestrian safety en-
forcement. Part of this money will be applied to the 
annual “Smooth Operator” enforcement program, and 
part of this funding will be directed toward pedestrian 
violations in the vicinity of Landover Road and Kil-
mer Street. As may of you know, this is a very dan-
gerous intersection to cross with the traffic light and 
inside the painted pedestrian crossing lines. Unfortu-
nately, many local residents choose to cross Land-
over Road away from the intersection thus creating 
an extremely hazardous situation. More information 
and safety/warning instructions will be forthcoming.     
      Occasionally residents and other persons call the 
police department complaining about the high costs 
associated with the impound of their vehicle. As you 
may be aware, the police department tows quite a few 
vehicles for a wide variety of reasons and contracts 
with a local tow company for 24-hour service. Be-

yond this contractual agreement to provide 24-hour 
service, however, the police department cannot regu-
late prices or set specific fees. Any disagreement over 
pricing or storage fee issues is between the vehicle 
owner and the tow company. 
      I will be providing an overview of the 2005 crime 
picture in the February Newsletter. In addition to this 
overview, I will also be discussing ways that Che-
verly residents and their police can address some is-
sues that would have a positive impact on crime in 
2006. In the meantime, I wish everyone a Happy 
New Year and a prosperous coming year.  
 

WINTER WEATHER REMINDERS 
 

TOWN CODE - Sec. 27-10—Parking 
A snow emergency shall exist whenever snow has 
accumulated on the streets to a depth of one (1) 
inch or more.   The provisions of this subsection 
shall be effective without any notification and shall 
remain in effect until the street is plowed; provided, 
however, that when snow shall accumulate to a depth 
of one inch or more after 11:00PM, 
the provisions of this subsection shall 
not be effective until 7:00AM the 
day following and shall remain in 
effect until the street is plowed.   
 
PARKING RESTRICTIONS: During a snow 
emergency no person shall park any vehicle as fol-
lows: 
• On the cul-de-sac portion of any street,  
• On any courts,  
• On the even-numbered side of all streets,  
• (exception) On the odd-numbered side of 59th 

Avenue, and one block of Inwood Street between 
Cheverly Avenue & Belleview Avenue. 

NOTE: The snow emergency parking restrictions do 
not override existing no-parking zones or apply to

TOWN CODE Sec. 18-4.1—SIDEWALKS 
Whenever snow accumulates to a depth 
of one inch or more, it is the duty of each 
occupant to clear the snow from the 
sidewalk adjacent to that property, within 
12 hours after the snow ceases, (unless at 
night, in which case it shall be removed within 12 
hours after sunrise).  Snow and ice removed from 
sidewalks shall NOT be deposited on streets or other 
sidewalks.   
When ice forms on sidewalks, occupant shall place 
sand, ashes or other such material on sidewalks within 
6 hours, (unless at night, in which case it can be spread 
by noon of the next day).  Icy spots on public property 
can be reported to Public Works at 301-773-2666.  

TRASH PICKUP ADJUSTMENTS  
DUE TO WINTER STORMS:   

 

� When weather makes it unsafe to operate the 
trash trucks on the street, collection may be 
temporarily suspended. 

� Back or side door pickups WILL NOT be 
made when heavy snow conditions prevail.
